Captain Brad A. Bellis was born in Easton, Pennsylvania and is a native of Wind Gap, Pennsylvania.  He enlisted in the Navy in April 1976 to attend the Naval Academy Preparatory School.  A year later, he attended the U.S. Naval Academy where he earned a Bachelor of Science in Marine Engineering.  Captain Bellis also attended the 

University of Florida from 1992 to 1994 where he earned an MBA in Decision Information Sciences.
Upon his commissioning as a Line Officer in 1981, Captain Bellis served aboard USS JULIUS A. FURER (FFG 6) in Combat Systems as the Missile and Gunnery Officer.  His duties also included Tactical Action Officer and Nuclear Weapons Security Officer.  His follow-on shore tour was with the Seamanship and Navigation Department at the U.S. Naval Academy where he taught basic shipboard seamanship, navigation and warfare tactics.  During this tour, Captain Bellis executed a lateral transfer from the Surface Line community to the Supply Corps.  In 1986, he attended the six-month Supply Corps Basic Qualification Course where he graduated with honors.

From July 1994 through April 1996, he served as Supply Officer on USS VELLA GULF (CG 72), which deployed to the Persian Gulf.  From the VELLA GULF, Captain Bellis reported to the Office of the Chief of Naval Operations for a three-year tour in the Supply Programs and Policy Branch (OPNAV N41).  In 1999, he transferred to the Naval Inventory Control Point Philadelphia where he served two years as Department Director, Integrated Logistics Support for aviation weapons systems.  From July 2001 through May 2003, Captain Bellis served as Supply Officer on USS SAIPAN (LHA 2) deploying to the Persian Gulf in support of Operation Enduring Freedom and Operation Iraqi Freedom.
