UPDATE FROM OAHU COLA DEFENSE COMMITTEE – JANUARY 30, 2002
1. Most of you who received your checks in 2001 should have received your
W-2 statements or will be receiving your W-2 shortly. The W-2 correctly
reports the COLA back pay amount as state wages. Check the withheld amount
against your earnings statement that came with your check. If there are any
discrepancies in the W-2 amounts, report these to the Claims Administrator
so that corrected W-2's can be prepared.

2. For those of you who still have pending claims, the trustee has extended
the date for resolving your problems from 2/17/02 to 5/18/02. The Claims
Administrator will be mailing out letters to you in the next two-three weeks
requesting additional information or confirmation information. We ask that
you wait patiently for these letters. Upon receipt, please take the time
to read the letter carefully, follow instructions, provide the necessary
information and signatures, and mail your response back quickly.

We do not have any accurate numbers of outstanding claims - there are over
1,500 re-calculation cases and many pending claims for name corrections.

There are still many unlocated class members. Keep talking with people,
especially those employees who have moved from Hawaii and survivors of
deceased employees.
