Subject: COLA Check Statement


It was brought to my attention that the COLA check statement contained the
wordings "Your federal taxable wages this period are $(gross amount)"

It is probably an error and should have read "state taxable wages". The top
of the statment read "Earnings Statement" so it is not a form in lieu of a
W-2 or Form 1099.

I don't know if the trustee will provide a year-end statement - a W-2 or
Form 1099 - so that class members can report the gross COLA and the state
tax withheld amounts on their state tax returns. I'll inform the trustee of
the error and find out if he'll be sending out the year-end statements.

If the trustee does not do so, the IRS Federal-State Tax Coordinator can
work with the State Tax Department and put out local filing instructions to
the class members.
