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LONG TERM HEALTH CARE INSURANCE

On March 25, the U.S. Office of Personnel Management unveiled a new long-term care insurance program.  The insurance is provided through LTC Partners which was formed by Metropolitan Life and John Hancock insurance companies.

The list of eligible persons for the OPM program is broad and includes military and federal personnel and retirees, their current spouses, adult children, parents, parents-in-law, and stepparents.

An early enrollment period was held from March 25 to May 15.  The regular open season is scheduled from July 1 through December 31, 2002.

Over the next several months, you will see a number of different initiatives, such as seminars and education materials, that will educate the federal family about long-term care and long-term care insurance.  

Premiums for long-term care insurance run from $50 a year for workers under 30 to $6,893 a year for 99 year olds.  The insurance covers nursing home stays and other types of day-to-day care for people with chronic illnesses or disabilities.

The program offers the following three plans: 
· Plan A provides a $100 a day benefit for three years

· Plan B provides $150 a day for three years

· Plan C provides $150 a day for five years
